Eligibility
- Competitors must be citizens of the United States and eligible under the international rules of the Pan American Sports Organization at the time of the Official Draw.
- Competitors must be USATT active members.

Any of the participants of the 2007 Pan Am U.S. Trials or the U.S. Qualifying Tournament, who are not U.S. citizens as of January 1, 2007, may petition USATT in writing by January 10, 2007, for entry into the 2007 Pan Am U.S. Trials or the U.S. Qualifying Tournament (petition must be received by USATT National Office by  January 10 , 2007.) The petition must include copies of official documentation that demonstrate the petitioner’s initiation of the USA citizenship process as well as a timeline of the anticipated “swearing in” date.  Petitioning athletes will be notified in writing by January 15, 2007, of their approval for participation in the U.S. Qualifying Tournament or the 2007 Pan Am U.S. Trials, or their denial.
