	Frequently Asked Questions 




	Q:  Does USA Table Tennis have Directors and Officers (D&O) Insurance? 
A:  Yes, USA Table Tennis has D&O insurance that will cover your responsibilities as a director or officer. 

Q:  What is the estimated time commitment? 
A:  Directors will be expected to participate in at least three (3) meetings a year and occasional conference calls between meetings, and to give attention to the business of the sport as necessary. Although difficult to quantify the time commitment, it is expected that Directors will have active involvement in USA Table Tennis governance, oversight and policy.

Q:  Will I potentially serve on other USA Table Tennis Committees?
A;  Yes.  USA Table Tennis will have four standing committees (Audit, Ethics, Compensation and Nominating & Governance).  Committee assignments are made by the Board, and some Directors will serve on the Audit and Compensation Committees.  In addition, the Board or CEO may appoint advisory task forces or other committees deemed appropriate, which may require Directors to serve in that capacity as well.

Q:  What should I do if I previously submitted my name, or if someone else previously submitted my name, for a Board position before the Nominating and Governance Committee was seated? 
A:  The Nominating and Governance Committee will only consider those nominees who are submitted to it with the requisite completed paperwork as set forth on the USA Table Tennis website since the seating of the Committee. Everyone will need to submit, or resubmit, as appropriate, their names/materials. 

Q:  What is the deadline to submit my nomination to be a Director?
A:  If you are applying to be the Club Director, an Independent Director, an At-Large Director or the National Organization Director, then your nomination materials must be received by the USA Table Tennis National Office by 5:00 p.m. MST, Thursday, February 7, 2008.  The Athlete Director will be elected by athletes.  A seven-member Athletes’ Advisory Council (AAC) will be elected/selected and the AAC will appoint the Director.
Q: What is the timeline?
A:  The proposed timeline is to have nominations submitted to the USA Table Tennis National Office by no later than February 7, 2008.  Ballots for At-Large Directors will be sent to the general membership by February 29, 2008, with the ballots returned to the national office by March 25, 2008.  The USA Table Tennis Board of Directors will be named on March 31st.  PLEASE NOTE:  The Nominating & Governance Committee fully intends to follow this timeline, however not at the expense of compromising the selection/election process as the Nominating & Governance Committee is committed to a nomination and election process that provides a highly qualified Board of Directors.
Q: If I am selected as a candidate for an At-Large Director position, will I be able to submit a campaign statement?
A:  Yes.  A one-page campaign statement will be included as part of the nomination materials.  The campaign statement will be included on the ballot and also posted on the USA Table Tennis website.
Q: Do I need to be a member of USA Table Tennis?
A:  Technically no.  The USA Table Tennis bylaws do not require a Director to be a USA Table Tennis member.  However, it is expected that one of the first policies established by the Board is to require all Directors to be a member of USA Table Tennis.
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
