Boys Singles- Unless USA has already qualified one boy to the 2010 YOG through the 2009 ITTF Cadet Challenge or through the January 1st , 2010 ITTF U-15 World Ranking.  
The winner of this trial will:
· Represent the USA at the Pan Am Qualification Tournament, scheduled on February 1-3 in El Salvador. If he finishes in the top three, he qualifies to 2010 YOG. 

If he does NOT qualify, then: 

· He will represent USA in ALL five (5) YOG qualification tournaments scheduled by ITTF.
Girls Singles- Unless USA already qualified one girl to 2010 YOG through the 2009 ITTF Cadet Challenge or through the January 1st 2010, ITTF World Ranking.

The winner of this trial will:

·  Represent the USA at the Pan Am Qualification Tournament, scheduled on February 1-3 in El Salvador. If she finishes in the top three, she qualifies to 2010 YOG. 

If she does NOT qualify, then: 

· She will represent USA in ALL five (5) YOG qualification tournaments scheduled by ITTF.
NOTE:  If a US athlete representative qualifies to 2010 YOG through the 2009 ITTF Cadet Challenge held in Tokyo, Japan, October 19-25, 2009 or through the ITTF U-15 World Ranking as of January 1st 2010, the winner of the respective gender’s Trials will not represent USA at the Pan Am Qualification Tournament nor ITTF- YOG Qualifications tournaments.

· All matches will be played best of five (5)
Draw
- The draw will be done by the referee on December 14, 2009. 

- The latest available rating shall be used to determine the seeding for the events.
