Qualification criteria for the Pan Am Team

The team size will be 3 athletes / gender.
One eligible athlete per gender in singles, who is the highest ranked among the top 30 in the ITTF Singles World ranking as of  January 1, 2011 will automatically be nominated  to the 2011 Pan American Team.

The remaining slots, be it two, or three, per gender, will be determined by the 2011 Pan Am U.S. Trials.

Selection of 2011 World Table Tennis Championships Team (WTTC)
USATT will select the 2011 World Table Tennis Championships Team based on the finishing order at the 2011 Pan Am Trials among those athletes eligible to represent USA at the World Championships.

USATT will fund three (3) players for the WTTC as follows:

Top two (2) finishers and eligible athletes at the Trials and one coach’s pick per each gender. 
The rest of the players will be self-funded.
Qualification for the 2011 US Pan Am Trials

The top ten (10) USATT ranked male and top ten (10) USATT ranked female athletes as of January 10th, 2011 entered in the Trials will be directly qualified to the Pan Am Trials.

If there is a tie for 10th place, a playoff match (if two players are tied) or a round robin (if more than two players are tied) will be held to decide the 10th qualifier.  The winner of the playoff or round robin becomes the 10th USATT ranked male or female and is then invited to the Trials.

The remaining two (2) spots per gender at the 2011 Pan Am U.S. Trials will be reserved for two male and two female athletes who place first and second at the U.S. Qualifying Tournament.

The list of the players for the Qualifying Tournament and the list of the players directly qualified to the 2011 Pan Am Trials will be posted on the USATT web site no later than February 10th, 2011.

Playing format

Qualifying Tournament- TBD based on the final number of entries. 

                                           All matches will be played best of seven (7) games.

Pan Am/National Team Trials- All matches will be played best of seven (7) games.
First Stage 
· 12 athletes will participate in two round robin groups (A and B) of 6 players each. The draw in the two groups will be done based on snake principle and geographical separation.  

Second Stage:

· Playoff matches: A2 vs. B3 and A3 vs. B2

Third stage:

· Playoff matches: Winner of stage two will play A1 and B1 as follows:

          1- If the second stage’s winners are from different groups they will play A1 or B1
              whichever are from the opposite groups, for example - If the winner is A2 and B2
              they will play as follows: A2 vs. B1 and B2 vs. A1.
                2- If the winners are from the same group, then there will be a draw.

· The winners of these matches will playoff for 1st and 2nd positions

· The loser of these matches, will playoff for positions 3rd and 4th. 

· The loser of the second stage, will playoff for the 5th and 6th spot.

· All other playoff matches will be played in order to determine all positions: 
A4 vs. B4; A5 vs. B5 and A6 vs. B6. 

If a player in RR stage defaults one match for any reason she/he will be disqualified from the event and all his/her played matches will not count for the final standing.
If a player in any playoff stages defaults a match for any reason, she/he will not be considered for the selection in 2011 Pan Am or National Team.

Draw

· The draw for Qualifying Tournament will be conducted on February 24, 2011 at 4:00 PM at the Top Spin Club.
· The draw for the Trials will be conducted on February 25, 2011 at 5:00 PM at the Top Spin Club.

· For seeding and draw purpose, the most recent USATT ratings posted on the website will be used. 

Entry fee- $150/athlete 
The 2010 National Team members who participated at the 2010 World TT Championships will have free entry.  
General Information

Entries will only be accepted if they include the following:

· Player's name, address, telephone number, entry fee, signed code of conduct, signed waiver and proof of citizenship.

· NOTE- The athletes eligible only for Pan Am Games will sign only the Pan Am code of conduct and the ones eligible for Pan Am and the Worlds will have to sign both code of conducts: Pan Am and National Team. 

The tournament will be conducted in accordance with ITTF Rules and Regulations.

Players are required to have two distinctly different color shirts that are different from the color of the ball and two legal rackets at the court of play.
All participating athletes and one coach will receive credentials to enter the venue. Tickets for the rest of the spectators will be sold by the Top Spin Club.  The cost for tickets is $15 for the entire event.
