This donation will fund ten scholarships to be awarded
annually to the nation’s premier junior players.

The scholarships are in honor of Si's younger brother,
Nate, who passed away in 2001. Si, with Nate’s invaluable
assistance, operated the California Table Tennis Center,
unguestionably the mecca of table tennis on the Facific
Coast in the 1950°s. Those players who learned or practiced
there captured over 50 national, international and world Nate Wasserman
titles.

The first annual awards will be presented at the Hall of Fame Induction
Banquet on Thursday evening, December 20, 2007, at the Top of the
Stratosphere Hotel in Las Vegas, Nevada.

This year, the recipients of the scholarships will be those athletes with the
highest USATT ratings as of November 1, 2007, in the following divisions:

Boys and Girls under 18 ............ $1,000 each

Boys and Girls under 16............. $500 each
Boys and Girls under 14 ............... $300 each
Boys and Girls under 12.......u....... $200 each
Boys and Girls under 10................. $100 each

* All scholarship winners must be U.S. citizens
